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Method Used To Calculate Parliamentary Seat Entitlement

The St Lagué method is used by the Chief Electoral Officer at election time to convert the

number of votes for each party into the number of seats they get in parliament.

It is applied to all the parties which are eligible, either by exceeding the 5% threshold or by
winning at least one electorate seat. More information about the St Lagué method can be
